The Sault Ste. Marie Canal, built in 1895, was the world’s

longest lock, the first to operate using electricity and the

last link in an all-Canadian navigational chain from the

Atlantic to Lake Superior.

Take a step back in time and tour two of the oldest stone

buildings in located northwest of Toronto: Ermatinger

Old Stone House and the Clergue Blockhouse. The

Ermatinger Old Stone House is restored to depict the

domestic and professional life of Charles Oakes

Ermatinger and other prominent residents and visitors

of the House between 1808 and 1870. The Clergue

Blockhouse was relocated to the Site in 1996 and served

as the home of industrialist Francis Hector Clergue from

1894 - 1908.

Hear the stories of people who helped to shape Sault

Ste. Marie’s history and take a step back in time to

experience life as an early settler in Northern Ontario

from the early 1800s to the 1920s. Join the War of 1812

in the interactive gallery and uncover over 200 years of

local history through a film in the multimedia theatre,

while enjoying this National Historic Site and gardens.

The Ermatinger Clergue National Historic Site is open

year-round for you to experience local history.

An important Canadian archaeological site, the ruins of

the limestone building foundations that were once Fort

St. Joseph, make a fascinating tour for any history buff.

Let a well-informed Parks interpreter/guide explain the

significance of the fort’s many buildings and show you

the mysterious chimney, an iconic feature of the site

whose presence cannot be explained through

archaeological investigations.

Wander the path to the shore where the wharf was

located and follow it to see where long ago civilian

homes once stood. Watch the freighters on the St. Marys

River, passing the island where the limestone was

quarried for the fort and imagine this place as it was two

hundred years ago, the most isolated, westerly outpost

of British North America.

Agawa Rock is one of the most famous pictograph sites

in Canada, found within Lake Superior Provincial Park.

The area is also one of the most-visited Indigenous

archaeological sites in Canada. The majority of paintings

from the Agawa site are said to date from the 17th and

18th centuries. Pictographs are messages from the past.

This is a sacred site where generations of Ojibwe have

come to record dreams, visions, and events. Agawa Rock

is a sacred site. Please respect and preserve the

pictographs. Do not touch the paintings.
